The Danish National Survey and Cadaster, KMS has initiated an 
agreement that improves and links public registers of basic data 
and makes data available to the private sector for free. Once the 
public authorities have tidied up, merged all data and stopped 
parallel registration, annual savings in administration is 
estimated to amount to DKK 260 mio (35 Mio EUR) in 2020. 
Basic data includes private addresses, companies' business 
registration numbers, or the cadastral numbers of real 
properties.
