Registering Property —
geographic coverage

« 100 % of all land plots are formally registrered GEOGRAPHIC

* 100 % of all privately held land plots are mapped (0-8)

* 3,5 milllion land plots in total in Sweden
61 000 in the city of Stockholm




Registering Property —
Land dispute resolution

* All property transactions are registered in the
property registry — this is required by law LAND DISPUTE

* The system of immovable property registration is et o
subjected to a state guarantee

* Parties are compensated if erroneous information is
incurred in a property transaction

* The legal system requires a legality-control of the documents
necessary for a property transaction

* 1 200 land disputes were filed in Stockholm in 2014
700 land dispute cases pending earlier than 2014
