Conclusions for LC measures

Re-allocation and improvement of rural infrastructure is important, but
public requests on the use of land needs to be satisfied too

- Integration of public and private interests is essential

Diverting objectives have to be merged. Consecutive public planning
with participation of private and public authorities helps to know the
demands and is elementary for farmers’managerial decisions
- Frameworks are to be laid down in comprehensive
spatial planning; participation is necessary

The land consolidation authority should comment on the impact of
planned projects on agricultural structures and the general use and
development of rural land
» Competence (by law) and engagement of LC authorities
to comment on ongoing planning procedures is
necessary

The implementation of public planning needs distinct legal regulations to
enforce the public purpose
~  Distinct regulations are a precondition for just, lawful
and reliable consolidation procedures

public and private benefit of the pursued planning
