Definition of smart land consolidation(SLC)

e a new land reconstruction mode that stands for low intervening to
nature and maximally protecting the rural landscape and traditional

villages.

e It does not advocate the large-scale demolishment and oppose to

introduce the urban greening into the country,

e lays more emphasis on keeping the original local natural

characteristics and cultural context

e pays more attention to develop and promote the unique natural

landscape and offer space for ecological protection and economic

development.
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What can we learn from SLC

e Chinese have learnt to be humble before nature, history
and locals .

e Some regions have upgraded the protection of ancient
villages and agricultural landscapes to the equal level of
the cultural heritage protection, thus it is a qualitative
improvement to the land consolidation work in China.
