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• compulsory title registration 

• cadastre covers the whole territory 

• descriptive and graphical data in digital form 

• central cadastral database 

• Czech Office for Surveying, Mapping and Cadastre and its Cadastral 

Offices as only authority responsible for the Czech cadastre 

• cadastral surveys are responsibility of private sector  

     (geometric plan, setting out owners´ boundaries etc.)

 Permanently marked boundary 

• verbal agreement of both parties on a 

visible and marked boundary 

• this visible boundary is measured by a 

private land surveyor 

• land surveyor compares the result with 

the boundary registered in the cadastre 

• land surveyor produces a geometric 

plan 

• both parties sign a written statement on 

the agreement of the line of the 

boundary 

• owners ask the cadastral office to 

register the agreed and measured 

boundary into the cadastre

Scenario 2 
There is no visibly marked boundary in the field – both (all) parties 

agree on a boundary registered in the cadastre 

 
• boundary registered in the cadastre is 

set out in the field 

• verbal agreement on the set out 

boundary in the field 

• boundary is permanently marked in 

the field by a land surveyor 

• geometric plan is produced 

• both parties sign a written statement 

on the agreement of the line of the 

boundary 

• owners ask the cadastral office to 

register the set out and agreed

Scenario 3 
There is no visibly marked boundary in the field – both (all) parties 

agree on a “compromise“ boundary registered in the cadastre 

 
• boundary registered in the cadastre is 

set out in the field 

• verbal agreement on the compromise 
boundary which is slightly different from 
the setting out 

• agreed boundary is permanently 
marked and measured in the field by a 
land surveyor 

• geometric plan is produced 

• both parties sign a written statement on 
the agreement of the line of the 
boundary 

• owners ask the cadastral office to 
register the agreed compromise 
boundary into the cadastre
